Rxd5+ Ka4/iii 7 Nb5 c1Q+ 8 Nc3+ Ka3 9 Ra5+ Kb2 10 Ra2+ mate

i) 1 Rg1 Kb7 2 Ra1 c1=Q+ 3 Rxc1 Kxa7 with a draw.
ii) 3...Kb7 4 Ne6+ Kc6 5 Rg1 and wins; 3...Kb6 4 Nd5+ Ka6 5 Nb4+ and 
wins.
iii) 6...Kb6 7 Rb5+ Kxc7 8 Rc5+ and wins.
